Jazz Paths Cross on New CD from Bob Ravenscroft

It all comes together, literally, on the
compelling new CD from jazz key-
board innovator Bob Ravenscroft.
Appropriately called Intersections 1
(Ravenswave Recordings), the new
release finds his trio merging 
magically on six uncompromising
originals, finding common ground
from which they can take off in 
exciting improvisational directions. 

The album opens with the 14-
minute “Dreams,” a veritable stream
of jazz consciousness, and never looks back. Compositions have single-word
titles like “Strength” and “Velocities” and moods range from gorgeously
impressionistic to searingly propellant. The album concludes with a very 
satisfying “Arrival,” one of Ravenscroft’s finest originals to date.
